Futuristic energy centre
for Aberdeen comes a step closer

ACCESSIBLE AND PERMEABLE GROUND FLOOR

Details of a futuristic energy centre
proposed for Aberdeen’s sea front were
released last month.

Early concept sketches and an overview of
the ambitious scheme at Queen’s Links were
made public by Aberdeen City Council and
Aberdeen Renewable Energy Group (AREG)
following a meeting of the council’'s Resources
Management Committee.

The Energy Futures Centre would be a
flagship for Aberdeen and Scotland, bringing
together Aberdeen City and Shire’s world-class
energy development expertise in oil and gas
and renewables.

The centre would perform a mixed role — as a
science centre, a location for key energy
organisations, and as a public space to promote,
educate and entertain on key energy issues and
energy science. It would also have an economic
function and feature state of the art renewable
energy and energy efficiency technology.
