
TTE International, part of The TTE Technical

Training Group, has won a contract with Shell

Ireland to retrain and further develop the skills

of mature technicians to help address the skills

challenges facing Oil & Gas sector.

The 10-week programme, which is based at

TTEÕs training centres in the Tees Valley, is

focussed on preparing the 25 technicians for

careers in the gas processing industry.

All of the technicians are from a variety of

skilled engineering backgrounds, and have

experience gained from a range of industries.

Upon completion of their training at TTE the

technicians will take up roles on the Corrib onshore

gas processing plant in Southern Ireland.

TTE has developed an innovative bespoke

programme around the NVQ Level 2 qualification

in Process Operations. The programme will

predominately be delivered through practical

process plant operations utilising TTEÕs process

Pilot Plants.

To generate industry-relevant training scenarios,

TTE will divide technicians into small groups working

a shift-rota on different sections of the plant. This

system gives the technicians greater knowledge of

the specific procedures and responsibilities of

working within the Oil and Gas sector 

An integral part of the programme is TTEÕs

commitment to the highest standards of health and

safety. With safety such an important factor in the

sector, a high proportion of the on-plant scenarios

are based upon training the technicianÕs to have

the competency and skills for carrying out fault-

finding, plant upsets and situation recovery.

The technicians will also undergo training

accredited by the Institution of Occupational Safety

& Health (IOSH) for their ÔWorking SafelyÕ

certificate.
